1) Student Aid Fund:- During the year 2020-2021, 18 students were
benefitted through financial assistance of 74,175/- rupees from
Student Aid Fund. Student aid fund is created mainly to render
financi al assistance to the poor and deserving students. It
enabl es thempay their tution fees, exam nation fees. It is given
to make them purchase text books and stationary. Students can neet
their genuine needs through this fund. Students from econom cally
weaker sections have to apply in the prescribed form Applications
are invited as early as possible at the beginning of the year. In
the application form students have to wite in brief about the

ci rcunstances surrounding their financial need. They should wite
about proposed expenditures for which assistance is required. |f
there are special circunstances, additional docunentation is
collected by SSA F. Commttee. In Principal this help is granted
on the basis of trust. Applications of this aid are to be
addressed to the principal of the college in paper form The S A F
Conm ttee considers the applications and notifies applicants of
their decisions as quickly as possible. The aimof student A d
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Fund is to give financial support to the students who need

i ncidental help covering course related expenses |ike books or

ot her study related costs. S. A F provides financial assistance to
students when they fill up exam nation forns. Reconmendations for
financial assistance are provided by S. A Fund Committee on the
basis of student’s nerit, attendance in class, annual incone of
the parents and performance in sports or cultural activities.
Students furthering their education get financial support through
students aid fund. It is given to provide sufficient resources to
needy and aspiring students. The coll ege conducts 44 self-
financi ng courses. Qut of them 26 are dual prograns and 18 skil
devel opnent courses. To develop all round personality and

enpl oyabl e skills our college runs courses like Tally ERP, |BPS
and Entrepreneurshi p devel opnent.

To overcone this hurdle
he established boarding schools for the boys of all castes and

cl asses. He provided work to them Students were able to continue
t heir education through this arrangenment. This schene has becone a
part and parcel of our sanstha, as its founder started free and
residential education. Qur college has been inplenenting this
schene effectively. Several college students are able to pursue
their education due to this schene. O herw se they m ght have
dropped out due to financial reasons. W try to accommobdate

maxi mum students in this schene. Financially weak students are

given work in the college office, girls hostel, library, garden,
col | ege canpus nmai ntenance, study room This schene is basically
undertaken for the benefit of poor, rural, intelligent and

meritorious students. The students are allowed to work
conveniently for three hours a day. Coll ege pays substanti al
anmount for their work. This schene inculcates the idea that no
work is big or small and devel ops a work culture with the right
aptitude.

Students under this
schene becone self-reliant. It is announced by our principal, Dr.
Mohan Raj mane that Earn and Learn schene should be flexible to
