Training is generally been considered the outlet for an
exchange of concepts within a community. Therefore, the proposed training can help to develop skills
that can be useful for their livelihood.

In the moming session guest lecture on cultivation technique was delivered by Prof. Nitin Patil,
Agriculture College, Rethare. Afternoon session was the actual hands on training for mushroom
cultivation. Dr. Sunita Jadhav, Krishna College, Rethare was the resource person for the training.
